  There are more than 3,000 types of mushrooms that are grown in    

the world.  They come in various shapes and sizes. 

  

  About five centuries years ago, Egyptians regarded mushrooms as  

‘magic food’.  They believed that they could achieve immortality by eating them so 

mushrooms were reserved only for the pharaohs or the kings.  In other parts of 

Russia and Mexico, the people believed that mushrooms had special ingredients 

that could produce superhuman strength, that they were “Food for the Gods”.
